As with all our shotguns 
and rifles, all parts 
and components were 
manufactured under the 
one roof at our famous Harrow Road factory. 
Widely regarded as one of the ideal calibres 
for big game hunting, this rifle has been 
heavily engraved by Phil Coggan, depicting 
scenes in keeping with the environment that 
this rifle will be used. Featuring “The Big 5”, 
the engraving includes the White Rhino, Bull 
Elephant and Cape Buffalo, and perfectly 
captures both the very best of what Holland 
& Holland is and what one would expect in a 

world class double rifle. 
This rifle took nearly three years to 
manufacture and is complete with a 24-
inch barrel and 15 1/4 inch stock (subject to 
alteration). Given the large period of time to 
produce the rifle and the highly skilled nature 
of the engraving the price is reflective of this.

Contest

Workers in the gun trade took part in 
the fiercely competitive Gun Trade 

Annual Pigeon Shoot at the end of October. 
Nine teams of three competed at the 
Holland & Holland Shooting Ground, in near 
perfect conditions. The contest featured 
a 50-bird shooting competition and was 
capped off with an exciting 75-bird flurry. 
The top team of gun makers, drawn from actual 
bench workers went to Boss & Co’s Roy Lyu, 
Simon West and Rob Dixon. They scored a 
total of 145 and were awarded with the original 
tankard presented by Boss & Co in 1982. 
Westbury Sports, from Wiltshire scooped 
the award for the top Trade Team, which is 
made up of front of house staff. Their team 
of Phil Stokes, Jason Holloway and Richard 

Holloway scored an unbeatable 197. Jason 
Holloway was also presented with the award 
for Top Gun with an individual score of 45.

Winter Shooting OPPORTUNITIES

For many years a traditionally male 
dominated sport, shooting has undergone 

something of a revolution in the past few 
years. In increasing numbers, ladies are 
taking up the sport and proving that they are 
not only the equal of their male counterparts, 
but in many instances, better.
In recognition of this, we introduced the 
Green Feathers Programme in 1995 with the 
intention of encouraging the lady shooter. The 
courses have now 
introduced over 600 
ladies with little or 
no experience to the 
pleasures of shotgun 
shooting and many 
of them have now 
struck up lasting 
friendships with other 
course members.  
The course 
comprises a series 
of lessons, followed 
by a competitive 
mornings shooting 
at our ground, and concludes with a two-
course buffet lunch. The winners are invited 
to a ladies only game shoot during the 
season hosted by Holland & Holland. This 
years Green Feathers course will run from 
February 1st, with the final taking place on the 
26th April 2012. The cost of the course will 
be £280, which includes all tuition, gun hire, 

clays and cartridges, and hearing protection. 
Places on the course are on a first come, first 
served basis, and are limited in numbers.
The new Silver Feathers programme now 
provides additional lessons for lady shooters 
wishing to further their expertise, following 
participation in the Green Feather scheme.
Established as a result of requests from our 
many lady shooters, the scheme provides a 
welcome continuity of tuition after completing 

the Green Feathers. 
Organised in the same 
successful format as 
Green Feathers, Silver 
Feathers provides 
three further lessons 
with our professional 
instructors. All of the 
participants are then 
invited to shoot in a 
60-bird competition, 
which is followed 
by lunch, and prize 
giving. The cost of the 
course will be £280, 

and again early booking is recommended.
For those looking to improve their shooting 
with our highly trained instructors, you can 
also take advantage of our very popular ‘two 
hour lesson for the price of only one hour’ 
promotion during January, February, March 
and April 2012. 
This offer is available on weekdays only, is 

for one person shooting for two hours and 
may not be used in conjunction with any 
other promotion. Cartridges and clays are not 
included and both lessons must be taken on 
the same day. Incredible value at £112, so 
early booking is advisable.
